
The Fort St. John City Council will be considering a request for a 
Development Variance Permit of Zoning Bylaw No. 2470, 2019 to 
support the proposed development of a 115 Unit Seniors Housing 
Complex located at 9636 100 Ave.  

The Applicant is seeking to vary the required number of parking 
stalls from 112 to 94. The applicant is also seeking to vary the front 
parcel line setback from 7.5m to 4.5m and the flanking exterior 
side parcel line setback from 4.5m to 2.4m. City Council will hear 
comments from the public at their regular Council Meeting on 
November 27, 2023 in City Hall Council Chambers at 3 pm.
